 Day 1 Kite Flying
Two children in a field fly a kite. The small kite is low to the ground and one tries to grab it.

The child with the handle walks and moves it back and forth.

It hits the ground again and raises back up. The child who was running falls to the ground and gets back up, then runs after it as it sails higher into the air.
The one with the handles backs up and hops to the side.
The kite remains airborne.
The one who was running runs across the field as he looks up.
The kite lowers slightly as it flies around, then flies straight up.
It flies lower and comes nearer to the ground as the child runs after it, then it flies back up again.
It crashes.
