 G4LS-Male Fiddler Crab Alone

The crab stops climbing the wall and scuttles in the opposite direction across the sand toward the water dish. 
The crab steps into the water dish. 
The crab steps to the rim of the water dish against the wall and rests there. 
The crab scrabbles its legs and claws against the wall of the container. 
It steps back into the water dish then climbs out in the opposite direction.
The crab returns to its original corner and scrabbles half of its legs up the wall. 
The crab extends its large claw onto the sand as leverage, reaching its spindly legs up the side of the wall. 
The crab's legs fail to find purchase and it flips itself back onto the sand. 
The crab turns and faces the back of the container, then scuttles back into the water dish. 
It scrabbles briefly at this corner again, then settles into the water. 
The crab moves toward the back corner of the container in the water dish, attempting to climb the wall sideways once more. 
The crab reaches its legs toward the top of the container but finds no purchase.
