Schools of tropical fish swim in a coral reef. The reef is made up of clusters of different varieties of coral with bumpy branching textures in shades of yellow and orange. There are tiny blue fish, larger orange fish, and half black half white fish. 
A furry brown grizzly bear stands in the shallows of a rushing river. A bald eagle perches next to it on a branch. The eagle takes off and skims over the water, grabbing for a fish with its talons. It misses. Seagulls also fly over the bubbling river. 
On an African Serengeti, wildebeest, antelope, and zebra graze in the tall grass. They toss their heads and flick their tails and ears to ward off flies.
