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A thermometer with its tip in a beaker with liquid at the bottom is held in place by a vise connected to a vertical rod, with cotton in the vise. The beaker sits on a mesh surface on a frame over a metal dish next to a fire starter.
A half a peanut is placed on a scale.
A hand picks up the peanut and places a thin rod with a handle into it.
The person lights the peanut.
The burning peanut is held under the beaker and smoke starts to rise around it.
The temperature on the thermometer rises and moves past 2.5.
The beaker is partially black with soot and smoke rises from it. The flame is wide against the bottom of the beaker. The image moves up the thermometer to the vise and above.
The temperature rises above 5.
It reaches almost 7.5.
A miniature marshmallow is placed on the scale, then on the rod.
The person lights it.
The person holds the burning marshmallow under the beaker.
The charred marshmallow continues to burn.
The temperature rises.
