 Plenty of Pollinators
A bee crawls in a white blossom.
It crawls over the top and flies around it, then moves up to a blossom above.
It lands on the blossom and inserts its head into the stamens.
It moves its legs and antennae around on the stamens.
A hummingbird inserts its beak into the opening of several peach-colored flowers in thin conical shapes with downward-facing openings. It moves from one to another to another, then flies off.
An insect flies over the yellow stamens of a pink flower, then flies up to another flower.
A white moth and a butterfly on purple blossoms at the top of grass-like plants. They move from one to another, then the moth flies off.
The butterfly flies to a lower stem
It flies off.
