 Lesson 7 Melting Ice Time Lapse
A hand places ice cubes in two different trays. A thermometer sits beside each tray. The left thermometer reads around 90 degrees, and the right around 80. 
1.  A timelapse video of the ice in the trays slowly melting. Puddles form around the cubes as the ice melts. 
2. More water accumulates in the 90 degree tray. 
The ice cubes become smaller and some begin to disappear becoming entirely water. Larger chunks of ice remain in the 80 degree tray. 
3. The ice cubes continue to melt. 
Only one or two ice chunks remain in the 90 degree tray while larger chunks remain in the 80 degree tray. 
The ice in the 90 degree tray melts completely. Some small chunks remain in the 80 degree tray. A logo, Carolina.
