 Egg Timer
Sand passes between the teardrop-shaped globes of an hourglass.
The point of each globe meets in the center, and the base of each connects to  two dark disks at the top and bottom of the hourglass. Three tall rods connect the disks.
The light sand passing from the top globe into the lower globe forms a tall peak as it lands.
