 Salt Vibrations
A salt vibration experiment. Two glasses side by side, each covered with a cloth, one turquoise and one white, secured with a rubber band around the glass rim, rendering a taut fit.  
The demonstrator hits the turquoise cloth with a tuning fork. He moves the fork from side to side over the cloth. This causes the salt granules to move in tandem with the tuning fork. 
The demonstrator then hits the white cloth with the tuning fork, hovering it slowly above the surface of the cloth. The salt granules thereby move in tandem with the tuning fork.
