 Radish Plant
In a time lapse, mounds form on the surface of dark, muddy soil.  Seedlings poke through and stretch upward.  Their stems bend and wiggle as they grow taller.    The stem of one seedling bears hair-like protrusions.  The seedling buckles back down toward the ground.
More seedlings emerge from the soil and climb upward.
